A Message from Sister Joan:  Today’s gospel recounts the story of a rich man who had a dramatic reversal of fortune.  The man who “feasted splendidly” every day is portrayed as begging for a drop of water to be put on his parched tongue.  The sad part of the story is that he has this reversal of fortune because he simply took no note of the beggar.  He didn’t deliberately do something terrible to the begger, he failed to notice him. Poor people weren’t part of his world. He was too busy thinking only about himself.  We might feel pity for this man.  We might also use this story to help us to look within ourselves and ask what is it that I don’t notice because I am too caught up in my own world.  The “Season of Creation” is coming to its close.  It has been asking us to notice the ways  that we are called to care for our common home and to become more attentive to this responsibility.  As we “feast splendidly” at the table of the Lord, perhaps we can ask God to help us to become more aware what more we can do to care for our common home and for each other.
