A Message from Sister Joan: I love the image in Paul’s letter to Timothy, the image of fanning into flame the gifts that God has given us.  The most precious gift we have is our faith.  Jesus tells his disciples who plead with him to increase their faith that if they have faith the size of a mustard seed, that is power enough to spread his word.  Paul tells Timothy that when the embers of our faith are diminishing we must fan them into flame.  Isn’t it true that our faith in the midst of adversity is sometimes weak and sometimes strong.  And so we must fan it.  The fact that for most of us, our faith was passed down to us by our good parents can sometimes make us rationalize it or take it for granted.  Two saints we celebrated this week, St. Mother Theodore Guerin and St. Francis are wonderful models of faith.  Both had adversity and chaos in their lives and still managed to allow their faith to inspire them to do great things.  When we come to the table at Eucharist we are receiving the nourishment that we need to fan the flame of our faith.  And when we leave the banquet table we are ready to go out and proclaim the good news as best we can.  Mother Theodore said, “we can’t do all the good there is to do but only that which we can do.”  As a faith community perhaps we can call upon our faith in the midst of whatever challenges we face this week and do as much good as we can.
